Fundraising Events Calendar Explanations

Meet and Greet with Jeanine: These small, targeted Meet & Greets create space for personal connection with Jeanine Patten-Coble, learning more about Little Pink Houses of Hope, offering input, and receiving a gentle invitation to support the Hope in Motion campaign.

Hope in Motion Donor Cultivation:  each board member is asked to thoughtfully identify and invite individuals from their personal or professional network who have the capacity and inclination to make a meaningful gift of $2,500 or more to support the Hope in Motion campaign. These are people who value philanthropy, believe in the power of personal connection, and would be inspired by Little Pink Houses of Hope’s mission and impact.  (see hosting handout)
	
Hope Tables are small, intimate gatherings hosted in board members’ homes, bringing together friends and supporters to experience the heart of Little Pink Houses of Hope. Goal is for each board member to host 1 event.   Through shared stories and conversation, hosts introduce the Hope in Motion campaign—inviting guests to help fuel healing retreats and expand hope for families facing breast cancer. These evenings are designed to build meaningful relationships, inspire generosity, and move our mission forward in a personal, powerful way.
Hope Tables –Host Guide
Purpose
Hope Tables are small, intimate gatherings hosted in your home to share the heart of Little Pink Houses of Hope, introduce the Hope in Motion campaign, and invite guests into meaningful partnership.
Your Role as Host
· Create a warm, welcoming environment
· Share why Little Pink matters to you personally
· Facilitate conversation and connection
· Extend a gentle invitation to support Hope in Motion
Ideal Guest List 
· 6–12 guests you know well and can personally invite
· Individuals with demonstrated philanthropic capacity
· Guests who can reasonably consider a leadership-level gift of $2,500+
· People who value impact, relationships, and being part of something meaningful
Board Expectation: Each host is asked to intentionally invite guests with the capacity to make a $2,500+ gift to the Hope in Motion campaign.


Suggested Flow (90 Minutes)
Welcome & Connection (30 min)
Casual arrival, food/drink, introductions.
Opening Remarks (5 min)
Why you opened your home and why Little Pink is important to you.
Mission & Impact (15 min)
Brief overview of Little Pink Houses of Hope, retreat impact, and the Hope in Motion campaign. Invite LP staff member or former participant for impact.
Conversation & Engagement (15 min)
Invite questions and reflections. Ask guests what resonates with them.
Gentle Invitation (10 min)
Share how guests can support Hope in Motion if they feel inspired.
How to Frame the Ask:
· Keep it relational and invitational
· Avoid pressure or formal solicitation language
· Focus on momentum, impact, and partnership

Soft Ask Examples:
“As we look to expand our retreats, we’re inviting a small group of partners to invest at the $500 level or above in the Hope in Motion campaign.”
“Many of our Hope Tables guests choose to support this work with gifts of $500, $1,000 or more, helping us reach more families faster.”
“If this resonates with you, we would love to talk with you about joining Hope in Motion in a meaningful way.”
Important: Not every guest needs to give that evening. A follow-up conversation is a successful outcome.
Gratitude & Close (5 min)
Thank guests for their time, presence, and insights.
Informal Wrap-Up (10 min)
One-on-one conversations and natural goodbyes.


Host Tips
· Be yourself—authenticity matters more than perfection
· Keep it conversational, not formal
· Listen as much as you share
· Relationship comes before the ask

After the Event (Critical)
· Share guest names, capacity insights, and notes with staff
· Identify who should receive personal follow-up from you vs. staff
· Send a personal thank-you within one week
· Flag guests who expressed interest in $2,500+ giving, hosting, or deeper engagement
Success is measured by relationships built, conversations opened, and follow-up secured — not just gifts received that night.
